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THE PROBLEMS AND THE TRENDS IN CHANGE OF THE SOCIO-DEMOGRAPHIC
STRUCTURE OF A MODERN UNIVERSITY’S PROFESSORIATE UNDER THE CONDITIONS
OF GLOBAL INSTITUTIONAL TRANSFORMATIONS

The article is devoted to the analysis of socio-demographic components of the professoriate of
modern Russian universities. Basing on statistical data, the authors reveal several trends that threaten
feasibility of priority strategic tasks related to the efficiency of universities. The authors prove that the
territory-specific approach that is being implemented now and that reflects the role of a university in the
regional system should be expanded. The conclusion is made that special attention should be paid to the
interaction between a university and a region in the part of creating opportunities for the realization of life
strategies and professional strategies of youth and the advancement of the motivation of the young to make
an academic career.
